Does Botswana have solar energy?

Botswana has abundant solar energy resources, receiving over 3,200 hours of
sunshine per year with an average insulation on a horizontal surface of
21MJ/m2, one of the highest rates of insulation in the world. It is essential to
take advantage of the abundance of this resource.

Botswana has a relatively huge CSP potential capable of exceeding the
current peak energy demand by an order of a magnitude. A bottom-up
approach that takes into account solar energy availability and land resource
constraints is used to assess the technical potential for concentrating solar
power (CSP) in Botswana.

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annually. Botswana has launched its first utility scale grid connected solar
project which is expected to help meet the country’s electricity demand.
